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One of my highlights each week is the time spent with teachers and students at our bounding Day 
School.  Usually, it’s Tuesday mornings when the Day School community expects me to arrive in 
the classrooms and playground.  We have short talks about things that are on young kids’ minds … 
new shoes, “boo-boos”, pets, new lessons in the classroom, learning to share on the playground … 
and so much more!  I try my best to find an entrance to speak of the love and wonders of God and 
the blessings of Jesus in our lives.  It’s always a challenge in the midst of active little minds and 
their energized, fidgety bodies.  Still, I try, and they mercifully humor “Fr. Swann” with smiles and 
laughs. 
 

Frequently, I find items that mysteriously land on the 
“wrong side” of the playground fence (just as items 
mysteriously land on the roof!).  This week, I came 
across a few pieces of folded paper and some rene-
gade kick-balls.  I unfolded the papers and found one 
that really caught my attention.  It was a work of art, 
unsigned, but powerful in its effect!  One can read 
many things into this array of hearts.

When I showed the unidentified work of art to the kids in the classroom they quickly recognized it 
as that of Charisma Andrews, daughter of Day School teacher, Minerva Andrews.  I have met  

Charisma and she fits her name well – “charisma”, Greek for “gift” or 
“spiritual grace”.  I call her drawing, “Charisma’s Hearts.”    

 

One of the greatest joys in working with young people is their freedom of 
expression and freshness of perspective.  I don’t know if Charisma 
meant for her hearts to get away and to land on the “wrong side” of the 
fence; but, isn’t that the way of Christ … for our hearts to find their way 
beyond barriers and into new places, there to be found by others whose 
lives are touched and changed?  As always, we have so much to learn 
from our children and youth.  Moving forward in mission, let us seek dili-
gently to find ways to support them in their journey of life and faith.
